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::::Celebrating CD/DVD Release on Mode Records::::
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New York, NY - On April 17, 2007 , the creative music ensemble Ne(X)tworks celebrates both the
release of Tracer , a new CD/DVD on MODE Records , and the 80™ birthday of the revered
American composer Earle Brown with a full program of chamber works at Chelsea Art Museum
(CAM). The program, entitled An Earle Brown Retrospective , will highlight Ne(x)tworks' singular
approach to BrownOsmusic, and features the ensemble and several of its stellar members:

¥ Legendary vocalist Joan la Barbara utilizes her innovative musical vision in a solo
performance of BrownOsbest-known graphic score, the Mondrian-like December 1952

¥ Virtuoso pianist Stephen Gosling presents two extended technique solo performances of
the Folio works March 1952 and 1953 . Both stunning and meticulous realizations are
included on the new Mode release Tracer

¥ Cornelius Dufallo , violinist inthe quartet Ethel, joins Gosling and young cello phenom Yves
Dharamraj to perform their ethereal interpretation of FolioOsJune 1953, also on Tracer

¥ Kenji Bunch, rising star inthe composing world, joins Dufallo and Dharamraj on viola, along
with the superb young violinist Ariana Kim in a reprise of their imaginative recording of
BrownOs String Quartet from 1965.

¥ The musical polymaths Miguel Frasconi and Shelley Burgon , glass instruments/electronics
and harp/electronics  respectively, offer their idiosyncratic sounds to the seminal work Four
Systems from 1953.

¥ Trombonist Chris Mcintyre explores the enigmatic, many-lined staff of November 1952

Taking place in CAMOsspacious third floor gallery , Ne(x)tworks® program demonstrates the
amazing depth of Brown's work - from his early serialist phase (including the rarely played Music
for Violin, Cello, and Piano), to the paradigm-shifting  graphic and open form scores of the 19500s
and beyond. The performers will contextualize this important work with interstitial commentary
that then continues as informal discussion with the audience during a complimentary post-
concert wine and cheese reception .

About Ne(x)tworks

Ne(x)tworks is a collaborative ensemble of musicians creating and interpreting work that features
a dynamic relationship between composition and improvisation. In performance and recordings,

the group locates pathways into various types of notation systems and interfaces, striving for a

meaningful dialogue with the past, present, and future of creative music.

Formed in 2002 in New York City, Ne(x)tworks first performed at legendary American composer
Earle Brown's memorial concert. Formed in the tradition of the '‘performing composer', the group
often presents full programs of works created by its members including those of Joan La Barbara,
Kenji Bunch, Cornelius Dufallo, and Chris Mcintyre. Ne(x)tworks' repertoire also expands outward
from its ranks to encompass the "open" scores of Brown and his New York School colleagues, work
by the their European counterparts, further experiments by the composer/performers of the
AACM and SoHo Scene of the 1970's, the so-called Downtown composers of the 1980's, and
commissioned works by like-minded contemporary colleagues.

About the Release

Recorded by Ne(x)tworks in recognition of Earle BrownOs80™ birthday, the Mode Records CD/DVD
release Tracer includes pieces from every decade of the composerOs career. This breadth of
repertoire offers the listener an unusual opportunity to experience the important stylistic,
conceptual, and notational changes found throughout BrownOsillustrious career.

Bringing this recording into being was an organic process for Ne(x)tworks as the composerOs
music has been an essential part of its five year history. In December of 2002, the ensemble
presented a celebration of the fiftieth anniversary of Brown's December 1952 in New York,
offering five different interpretations of this seminal graphic score. Since then, Ne(x)tworks has
continued to program his work while striving to illuminate the lineage from the New York School
of the 1950s to the creative music of today .

Tracer follows a path from pivotal early pieces such as the serial work Music for Violin, Cello, and
Piano, to the early experiments with indeterminacy and performer spontaneity including Folio and
Four Systems, reaching all the way to later works such as For Neil (written for the newborn
Director of Ne(x)tworks Cornelius Dufallo, whose father Richard was a close associate of BrownOs),
to his last composition, the through-composed  Special Events (1999) for cello and piano.
